The Chiefland Golf & Country Club takes great pride in inviting you to our Forty-Seventh Annual Rye Grass
Golf Tournament. Registration fees will be $125. Thursday’s Dan Whitehurst Memorial Scramble will be
followed by our traditional seafood dinner. Enjoy Saturday’s night steak dinner followed by music and a raffle.

This year the ladies are invited to participate in the “Ladies Only Scramble”. Tee time is 8:30am on Thursday
morning. Sign up early to secure your place. This year's Ladies Scramble format will be 2-person team
consisting of a nine-hole event. The ladies scramble fee is $20.00 for tournament players and $25 for scramble
only players. Men are invited to participate in the annual “Dan Whitehurst Memorial Scramble” teeing off
Thursday at 1:00pm. This is an 18-hole event. The men’s scramble fee is $40 for tournament participants and
$50.00 for scramble only players. Tournament players are guaranteed a place in the scramble event if a timely
application is received. Scramble committee will set-up the ladies 2 player teams and the men’s 3 player teams.
First, second and third places will be paid. We encourage everyone to participate in the scrambles.
Unfortunately, there is a limit of one hundred twenty (120) players for men, so get your entry in early.
Following the men’s scramble, the traditional seafood dinner will be served at 6:30pm.

Tournament participants are entitled to one (1) free practice round, which may be played on Tuesday through
Friday, the week prior to the tournament. No practice rounds will be allowed the week of the tournament.

Ladies will play in a separate handicap division. A maximum of thirty-six (36) handicap may be used. Ladies
will play their first round on Friday, October 11", starting at 8:00am until 2:00pm. Requested tee times will be
honored on a first come/first call basis. Ladies will play their final round starting at 8:00am on Saturday,
October 12, Tee times for that day will be assigned according to the first-round of play.

This year, we will continue to Host a men’s Orange Division for our Super Seniors. You must be 75 years
old to qualify for this division and register with your application. This is a straight up flight with no
handicaps applied. You must mark you application at registration to play in the Orange Division.

The Men’s Division will be limited to two hundred (200) players and the men can elect to play their first round
on Friday, October 11" or Saturday, October 12%. Tee times for first round play will be honored on a first
come/first call basis. The final round for the men will be Sunday, October 13", starting at 8:00am with tee times
assigned based on your first round of play. You must play your scheduled tee time on Sunday, no
exceptions! Please check in 30 minutes in advance of your tee time. Men will have three divisions: orange,
gold and white. After the first round of play, the top twelve players of the white and gold divisions and all ties
will comprise the championship flights. All other players in the white division will be divided into flights after
the first round of play based on stroke play and no handicaps wili apply to the white division. The goid
division will be split after the first round of play and the non-championship divisions will have 75% of their
handicaps applied to each day’s score.

The enclosed blank entry form must be completed and returned to The Chiefland Golf & Country Club no later
than the cutoff date of October 1st, 2024. The entry form must be accompanied with an entry fee of $125.00. If
you wish to play in Thursday’s scramble, please include the required fee. We have placed a “no refund
cancellation date” of October Sth, so please make your plans and get your entry form back in as soon as
possible.

Note that extra dinner tickets for the Thursday and Saturday meal are available and may be purchased at the
Club house or with entry fees. Tickets will be required for all dinner events. We appreciate your participation
and look forward to seeing you at the Forty-Fifth Annual Rye Grass Golf Tournament.
